Knot of the Month: Vice Versa (from The Complete Book of Knots, G. Budworth)

Vice versa is used to join to ropes together. Start with an underhand loop in the left hand rope. Put
the other rope down through the underhand loop. With the second rope form an overhand loop
around the first loop. Cross the working end of the first rope over the working end of the second rope.
Then pass both working ends up through the loop formed by the other rope.
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Constellation of the Month
Cancer the Crab. To find Cancer sight along the line from the North star and the head star of Ursa
major. There are no really bright stars in this constellation but it has many double stars, a triple star
and a star cluster of about 200 stars. Mythology has the goddess Hera sending the crab to prevent
Heracles from killing the Hydra. Heracles crushed the crab and Hera placed the crab in the heavens
as a reward for its bravery. The Egyptians see this constellation as Scarabaeus, the sacred beetle.
